Comments: 

We are disappointed to see that there has been yet another application for change of use involving the former Bishops Blaise public house. We have been resident in the local area for the past 16 years and have regularly used the pub over that time.It is not just a resource to the village but attracted visitors into the village ,especially on a summer's evening when the atmosphere and view from the garden were and are still hard to beat. It is a sadly missed resource .

The village has historically been able to support 2 pubs and indeed they have catered to a different clientele , the Blaize being more of a typical local and the Whykham a gastro pub. Indeed the current owners bought the pub as a going concern and even after their tenure there has been interest from other businesses namely Hook Norton Brewery to maintain the building as a public house.

The current owners appear to have cynically bought a business in an area of outstanding beauty with the sole purpose  of running the the business down and using the building and land to make a fast buck with disregard of the effect of their actions on the local community or the visual impact upon the village. 

We feel this is fundamentally wrong and should not be encouraged .We would therefore urge the council to reject the application.
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
