Reserved Matters Planning Application for strategic highways infrastructure: New junction to the A41 serving development at South West Bicester: 'Kingsmere'





The proposed A41 junction is acceptable in principle; however ongoing technical checks are being carried out by the Local Highway Authority (LHA) for the whole site (some plans have been superseded since submitted to Cherwell District Council).  





Technical checks and design tweaks will be covered in the appropriate legal agreement(s) the developer is to enter into with Oxfordshire County Council; in addition to the ongoing correspondence between both parties.
