Thank you for your consultation which we received on 25 February 2011.

Environment Agency Position

We have no objections to the proposed development subject to the following condition:

Condition: No development approved by this planning permission shall take place until a surface water drainage scheme for the site, based on sustainable drainage principles and an assessment of the hydrological and hydrogeological context of the development, has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The scheme shall subsequently be implemented in accordance with the approved details.
Reason: To prevent the increased risk of flooding, to improve and protect water quality, improve habitat and amenity, and ensure future maintenance of the surface water drainage system.

Advice to Applicant

We  would recommend that finished floor levels for the proposed development are set no lower than 300mm above the 1 in 100 chance in any year plus 20% flood level, OR, where this is not practical, flood proofing measures are incorporated up to the 1 in 100 chance in any year plus 20% flood level. This is to protect the proposed development from flooding.
