Further to my comments of 23/05/11 (below)I have now had the opportunity to discuss with the applicant.

Chesterton FP2 (FP161/2) is outside the red line area of this application and therefore no Public path order would be required to enable the development.

However, FP161/2 is very close to the development and I understand that the proposed site compound will be on the other (southern) side of the public right of way, outside the red line area.  Construction traffic will be regularly crossing FP161/2 to access & exit the site.

The applicant should be reminded of his duty to ensure that throughout the construction period:

-FP161/2 remains unobstructed by plant and materials -no member of the public using FP161/2 is endangered, or prevented from exercising their right of way.
