Further to my e-mail dated 21 June I have now attached an amended drawing showing the Construction Vehicle Access Route (shown as a red line). The amendment reflects the construction period, July - November 2011, and is dictated by Countryside's CEMP for the Kingsmere Development.

I would also like to clarify the following;

· After the construction period, July - November 2011, there will be an establishment period, December 2011 - August 2014, where the site will be secured with no public access. During this establishment period maintenance vehicles will gain access to the site through the point where the cycleway will eventually enter the site on the northern boundary. These maintenance vehicles will be the ride on mower type that you might see maintaining public open space and town parks.

· When the site is operational, post August 2014, access to the pitches for users, maintenance vehicles and emergency vehicles will be from the pavilion area. Details of this will be submitted as part of the Phase 2 planning application.

Further to our previous telephone conversation regarding the issues that you have raised in your response to the Bicester Sports Village Phase 1 planning application, I can confirm the following;

1. Red-line area does not include car park or clubhouse; This planning application is for phase 1 only of a larger multisport development and relates to the majority of the site which is for the natural grass pitches. This area requires a long lead time (3 years) for pitch establishment. Further planning application(s) will be submitted for subsequent phases when progressed to sufficient detail. These will contain proposals when finalised for the pavilion/changing rooms, access and car parking, synthetic pitches and floodlighting (more detail can be found in the Supporting Document attached). Phase 1 pitches will be fenced off and their will be no public access/use of the area until completion of Phase 2 which is planned for September 2014.
2. No access details to the site are provided in terms of construction or future use; Access to the site has been agreed with the main developer, Countryside Properties, and has been integrated into their Construction Travel Plan. I have attached the drawing which shows access routes to the Sports Pitch site. Access for maintenance over the next three years will be through the cycle path entrance to the site on the north boundary.                                                                                                       

3. Cycle track/routse from the site does not provide enough detail of the route and where it connects with the overall development;  The point where the cycle track enters the Sports Pitch site is where Countryside properties are constructing to. I understand that you have already approved the cycle track network for the Kingsmere development and the section we are providing within the Sports Village site is the link between the housing area and the perimeter road.
4. More detail needed for new cycle entrance onto Perimeter Road footway;  Drawing and specifications to follow.
5. Lighting for the pitches? Lighting calculations needed for Highways to assess impact on Perimeter Road;  (See point 1 above).
6. Construction Travel Plan (hows does this tie in with current programme of development and current traffic management?).  (See point 2 above).
