Comments:

This has got to be a joke! I have never seen any development that is  so disgusting and so completely out of keeping with the village of Steeple Aston. The points upon which I wish to object to the developemnt are:

1) Traffic impact and danger - my sons play with a friend on Cow Lane. Increasing the number of parking spaces to 12 and hence 12 cars will be a danger to them and any of the many hundreds of people who walk down there. There is no footpath as the road is too narrow - THIS IS VERY DANGEROUS

2) The proposal dwarfs any other neighbouring building, all of which are stone-built artisan cottages. The new builidng is not in keeping in any way with the character of the other houses. In addition the timber design is totally at odds with anything else in the village.

3) The proposal seeks to destroy an historic orchard wtih asphalt!! Many hedgerows and herbaceuos borders will also be destroyed.

5) Noise - too many cars and too many people - we do not need this in our village, not least the traffic congestion on Paines Hill will be exacerbated yet further with more danger for pedestrians and children in particular

6) Why does one home have to become 6? Does the owner think we are stupid? Is the Council? Clearly this is a professional property development desigend to make money with no concern for village life or those that already live here

7) The architectural design is as far from being right for this village as it is possible to be - how did it even get this far?

8) Why was there no consultation on this development? It all smacks of "deals behind closed doors". Why when the plannnig began in September 2009 did nothing appear in the Search for Lockhall Cottage? These peopole were deceived. It leaves people in the village feeling that the "Council are trying to stitch us up". Are you??

You have upset the whole village. We are angry. This is not a village residential property, but a business development. What is your job if not to stop such monstrosities?
