Dear Mr Ihringer,

This planning application is in my view clearly a small step away from being one for commercial use as a 6 bedroom spa complex, and a large step away from a significant historical plot within the village's conservation area, used for single family accommodation since the mid 1800's.

This potential change of use, and the negative impact of such a multigroup dwelling, including the significant road traffic increase along the route to the local school and narrow village routes in general, should be considered at this point of planning application.

Full demolition of a usable character property, which was until recently inhabited by paying tenants & wholly in keeping with the local conservation area; to be replaced with a large-scale, multi-purpose modern dwelling is in my view unacceptable for the village and residents of Steeple Aston, and the conservation area that we live within.
