Re:  Planning Application 11/00115/CAC & 11/00114/F -  Wincote, Cow Lane, Steeple Aston 

I wish to protest in the strongest possible terms against the above Planning Application on behalf of my partner and myself who have moved to the village in recent years.  Our objections are as follows:

1.
 The traffic impact on the village and in particular Cow Lane which is an extremely quiet, narrow rural lane will be horrendous.  The type of vehicles required to be working on site will be unable to access the site as it stands due to the narrowness of the Lane.   If parking for 12 vehicles is permitted, the impact on residents due to this transit will be intolerable. 

2.
Lockhall Cottage has recently been sold - the impact on the new owners will be catastrophic.  And why did this proposal not show up in their solicitor's search?  

3.
The proposal is totally out of keeping with any buildings in the local vicinity.  Whilst the proposal is for using local materials, the sheer scale and style of the proposal is totally unsuitable for the historic village of Steeple Aston and Cow Lane in particular. Why does the owner not merely want to extend the existing property - there is no need for demolition if he merely wishes to upgrade his family home.  

4.
The nearest neighbour, Longbyre will be considerable affected by the monstrous proposed new building, which will be visible for miles around from the historic church and from the 'Eyecatcher'

5.
The effect on the natural landscape will be huge.  As well as uprooting the historic orchard (it is extremely unlikely the trees will survive transplantation)  the hedges to the approach to the house and those in the ground are irreplaceable.The existing beech hedge alongside the current parking area will be eliminated. It was the preservation of this beech hedge that was used to justify the removal of a magnificent Golden Leylandii tree in an earlier planning proposal (09/00079/TCA).

6.
We cannot believe the proposal of the current owner for his family to 'return to the village' .  This Planning Application is of a commercial nature and the owner is looking to cash in on his land and in so doing ruin the village for the people who ACTUALLY 
live here.

The fact that Cherwell District Council has been aware of these plans for the past two years without consultation with the Parish Council or owners of neighbouring properties is outrageous.

I trust that these comments will be taken into consideration before Cherwell District Council make the mistake of allowing this Application to be passed.
