As a resident of Steeple Aston for the past 12 years I feel fortunate to live somewhere that has for the most part been carefully preserved by sensible planning. The proposed development of Wincote is completely inappropriate. The building envisaged might look at home in London where the owner resides but that is not an excuse to vandalise rural Oxfordshire with such an eyesore. We should rejoice in the environment that has evolved gradually over many years and any alterations to it should be in keeping. If Mr Squires cannot do so he should consider the sale of the property to a fit and proper person who does care about the locality. This is clearly not a family home for the applicant and is an inappropriate development.
