Comments:

I lived in Cuttle Mill, Steeple Aston for thirty years, and so, although I am no longer resident in Cherwell,I still have an affection for and appreciation of the amenity value of the landscape of the Cherwell Valley.

The proposed dwelling seems to me to be an abomination.  I do not know about the merits of the building the applicants want to demolish as I do not remember Wincote in detail. but I am certain that there is nothing of comparable size, materials and/or design to the proposed dwelling either in Cow Lane or anywhere else in the village. 

 Cow lane itself forms the preamble to walks via the public footpaths which lead to the other side of the valley.  Its traditional village cottages form a pleasant introduction to the rural attractions of the Cherwell Valley.
