I write to object to the above application for planning for a number of reasons.

Firstly I have young children at Dr Radcliffe Primary School and Steeple Aston Pre School and I see firsthand how congested the roads are at the top of Cow Lane. For a project this large the construction traffic would render this area unsafe for pedestrians, especially young children and result in roadblocks for traffic, including the school bus. And we would have to endure this disruption for a significant amount of time, a year or even more. Once the project is completed, due to the nature of the proposed building (designated ensuite rooms with gardens and parking) it suggests that more than just a family will be using it, possibly 6 plus cars. This surely is not what we want for a quiet country village.
