I would like to explain why I object to the planning application under reference. As a close resident of the proposed site for development, I will be affected by it closely. i regularly walk down cow lane to get the train from Lower Heyford, or just to walk along the canal and This new property would spoil the sense of nature and peace that is theree. It would obstruct the view of the church from the village, and would be an out-of-character construction off cow lane. It is not in keeping with the rest of the village to have such a new liking and large structure, with tarmaced car arming space in this area. The village is beautiful and the properties are mostly similar and in keeping with the area. This would not fit the gentle rural character and it feels like the peace and beauty of the countryside, which is why i live here, is being encroached upon and destroyed. This really matter to me, I could live in a less rural area if i wanted to but I don't because the sense of heritage, history and gentleness of this village is incredibly special. 

I am also concerned about the traffic and noise during the construction period, which would definitely be a huge disturbance. The traffic after construction would increase too, given that it appears in reality this is unlikely to be a family home (6 separate spa areas?!) cow lane is already narrow as is pained hill and under no circumstances do we want more traffic going through the narrow lanes of the village, further disturbing the precious peace.

I am not against developments in themselves, but it is very important that any new developments are in keeping with the heritage of the area, encourage wildlife and greenery rather than generate more concrete spaces, and are supported fully and integrated into the local community. This is a very special village with a large and lively community, amidst beautiful countryside which i actively enjoy on a regular basis. My regular walk down cow lane to the farm and across to the train station or canal would be changed by this, it would take longer to get into the countryside and feel in a rural place when there, and that is a real sadness.    
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
