Comments:

Dear Sir,

We would like to formally object to the proposal ref 11/00114/f and 11/0115/CAC for a number of reasons which include:

1. Conservation Area - proposal is totally inappropriate for the conservation area.- the Conservation area is intended to preserve the current character, including buildings and trees. This proposal demolishes a building that currently serves to add character and also a number of trees that add to the village character and profile from public footpaths  roads and surrounding countryside. Indeed both this building and surrounding trees are key to the view of the Church, the tallest landmark and also of Norman history, from the east. The proposed dwelling will fundamentally destroy the conservation of this view and replace it with a building totally abrasive to the aesthetic appeal the church and current outlook, I believe the conservation area was created to protect this character and views.

2. Building  Size  - the proposed dwelling has footprint of multiples of the current house I am guessing 4+ - normal planning rules I understand are for a 50% maximum increase for extensions! Hence this cannot be considered appropriate development. Or appropriate in the conservation area where such an increase of footprint must adversly affect the surrounding environment.

3. Light / Noise and other impacts on surrounding houses. - A dwelling of this scale will totally change the life and character of Cow Lane, Noise levels associated with an additional dwelling capable of housing circa 20+ people will create an unsustainable environment in a narrow lane that is also a public footpath. Cow lane is a unique environment in the village, quiet narrowing lane leading to fields - this is irreplacable and must be protected as part of the conservation area. The proposal will destroy this character with increased traffic new modern building design and inability to safely walk down the lane to the fields, due to aforementioned traffic increases.

4. Safety - Cow Lane does not have footpath, it serves as an access point to a public path used as a school commute, as well as an access point for families going walking across the fields. The development has a capacity of 12 cars ( against the current total of 6 in the whole of the lane a 200% increase) there will be significant danger to children and adult pedestrians of this development

5 Design of the dwelling. there is no attempt to bring the design of the building into keeping with it's surroundings and therefore against the whole ethos of the 'Conservation Area' objectives

we therefore request the council to reject the application entirely, based on the above grounds.
