Comments:

I wish to object to the planning application on the grounds that the development is totally out of character and out of proportion to its surrounding environment and will have a detrimental impact on the historic setting of the adjacent area of Steeple Aston. It seems to me this shows scant regard for, or sensitivity to, its setting and will demolish a perfectly serviceable heritage property for little or no gain. If more room is required by the owner relating to use as a family residence then a more sympathetic development could easily extend the existing property in character with the surrounding neighbourhood.
