As an Architect and resident of Steeple Aston for 30 years I feel both qualified and obligated to request that Cherwell District Council and its appointed Officers apply the same levels of rigour which they have applied to previous proposals to extend or develop existing building stock in similar conservation area settings and refuse permission to develop this sensitive site for all the reasons outlined in current planning policy, of which there are many.

I can see no circumstances where this building can pass the 'preserve or enhance' test of developing in a conservation area and I find the proposal to retain part of the existing Wincott facade impracticable and frankly a little embarassing if it is designed to lessen the architectural pain of imposing upon this site and its neighbours a building of unsimpathetic design and scale. But more than anything I believe that no amount of warm words, and let's face it there are plenty in this presentation, will change the fact that Cow Lane cannot support the level of intensification of use which this building, with all its parking spaces and plunge pools will bring with it.
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
