	Planning Application 11/01052/OUT– Proposed Construction of up to 46 dwellings with associated amenity space, car parking, access road and public open space  


I understand that this application is a resubmission of a previous application (10/01381/OUT) on which Planning Policy comments were provided.  This application was refused because it was considered premature to consider the release of this land for housing development, in that until the density and housing mix of the surrounding developments have been established it is not possible to establish beyond reasonable doubt whether this land will be needed for its original possible use as a second primary school site.

I understand that discussions have continued as to whether the site is required as a school site.  Subject to it being confirmed that this site is not required for educational purposes, and all other matters are satisfactory, there is no planning policy objection to the site being developed for housing in the interests of making effective and efficient use of land within a site already approved for an urban extension.

Please note that the site is included in the district’s 5 year land supply as a deliverable housing site.  This in itself carries no policy weight but if the site were ultimately shown not to be deliverable, it would need to be removed from the 5 year supply.
