Customer wishes to comment on the Planning Application.

Comments:

The application may fall under the Flood and Water Management Act 2010, which states that if more than 2 properties or industrial developments drain to a joint SUDs (Sustainable Drainage feature), then that feature is to be adopted by the Lead Flood Authority / Suds Adoption Body (SAB).

At the present time the Government have delayed the implementation of the SUDs part of the Act until October 2012, but Oxfordshire County Council believes that we are ready to move forward with this part of the Act and adopt non highway SUDs now.

Therefore we will comment on all applications with two properties and above concerning SUDs and the Act. If the Developer wishes for Oxfordshire as the SAB to adopt the SUDs feature, this will be done with a commuted sum charged to cover future maintenance. 

The charging for the Design Check and the payment for monitoring of the construction will not come into force until April 2012.

The Act does state that Developers will be charged set fees for:-

.        checking the SUDs design of their development, 

.        supervision of SUDs being installed

.        a commuted sum for the future maintenance of the SUDs

The fees for checking and supervision will be set by the Government in October 2011.

At the present time no fees can be charged before April 2012, but this may change.

Some applications may not strictly fall under the direct requirements of the Flood and Water Management Act 2010 but have been commented on as there are drainage concerns or issues that should be considered.

My comments for this application are as follows:-

1. The roof water run-off from the proposed development will need to go to soakaway or Suds feature within the site boundary and not into the highway drainage system.

2. Newly constructed hardstandings within the boundary of the development should be Suds compliant, ie Permeable or positively drain into a soak-away / surface water storage within the site boundary. Surface water from the site should be dealt with within the site boundary and must not enter onto the highway and into the highway drainage system or onto adjacent properties / land. 
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
