	Objection to the Noquet planning application12/00678/F | Change of use of a vacant public house to C3 residential | Bishops End Burdrop Banbury Oxfordshire OX15 5RQ This planning application submitted by Mrs Noquet’s agents Plainview Ltd has several material defects from my inspection of it. 1.The photograph of the Bishop Blaize is several years old and therefore does not project a correct image of the Public House to Cherwell District Council. 2. The floor plans are also incorrect as of today’s date 29th May 2012, Bruce Acton Senior planning enforcement at CDC would have a more accurate and true floor plan of the Bishop Blaize. From my own knowledge gained by walking past the pub there is a room over the bottle store and a rear door to the bottle store which do not show on the plans submitted. 3. The Noquet’s through their agent Plainview ltd have admitted that they have had several bonefide offers for the Bishop Blaize Public house with the first offer offering them a profit back in 2007 which they refused. Unfortunately for the Noquet’s the market/value for Public Houses and other commercial property have declined by 50% or more which is far more than residential property. Bearing in mind the above and a statement made to the Planning Inspectorate by a person who Mrs Noquet told within weeks of their purchase that it was their intention to de-license the Bishop Blaize, it is not difficult to understand why the Noquet’s are applying for planning permission once again for planning permission to change the Bishop Blaize into a house at the expense of the community and others. 4.The Property is not vacant it is being lived in by the Noquet’s who have converted the Bishop Blaize into a house and are currently subject to enforcement proceedings by Cherwell District Council in this and other respects 5. The Noquet’s are stating that the Bishop Blaize is no longer viable as a business; there are several existing professionally prepared reports on Cherwell District Council’s file that would state otherwise, as well as the previous Landlord’s trading accounts. If the Bishop Blaize was no longer viable as a business why did Mrs. Noquet not take one of the £575,000.00 offers to purchase the pub that was way over the price that she paid for it, particularly as her first application to de-license the Pub was refused? 6. The current enforcement notice appeal by Mr. & Mrs. Noquet has been inundated with representations to the Planning Inspectorate by villagers, local folk and people from away who want to visit and use the Bishop Blaize again as a pub. The Noquet’s have deliberately run the Bishop Blaize down as a business from February 2006 until they closed the pub in 2007 that is already on record. The Noquet’s then left the Bishop Blaize and lived in Spain leaving the pub without an electricity supply from October 2008 which resulted in the water pipes freezing with the consequence of a near million gallons of water running from a burst water pipe above the first floor ceiling over several months which completely destroyed the interior of the pub and any perishable possessions within the Public House. The Bishop Blaize was cleared of water damaged goods in June 2009 via an Order for Sale (obtained on 1st April 2009 ) of the Public House by a local creditor that the Noquet’s had not paid. The debt was eventually paid by Mrs. Noquet and the Bishop Blaize returned to her in late July 2009. Mr. & Mrs. Noquet returned to the UK from Spain in mid 2011 and converted the Bishop Blaize into a house without first obtaining the necessary planning or building regulation permission from CDC despite the failure of her previous planning applications (which were either withdrawn, refused or carried stipulations which did not suit the Noquet’s plans for the Pub) It can clearly be seen from the documents that Plainview Ltd have submitted to CDC on the Noquet’s behalf that the Noquet’s refused good offers for the Bishop Blaize but failed to supply the selling agents with details of their trading accounts which would have been essential if they wanted the pub to be sold at the price they were asking. The financial recession that started late 2007 causing Public Houses to fall in price can also be seen in Plainview ltd submission, as the offer I made in 2010 was about a third less than the previous offer of £295.000.00 I made reflecting the current fall in commercial property prices. For the avoidance of doubt I would inform the Council that I personally made two offers for The Bishop Blaize Public House which are recorded in the current planning application, the lower offer of £190,000.00 made in 2010 was not as GA Select suggests for a development, but was as was my previous offer an attempt to buy the Bishop Blaize and put it into a trust governed by trustees from the Sibford’s & Burdrop to secure the indefinite future use of it by villagers and others and keep it forever out of the greedy unscrupulous hands of developers. I would also add that the Bishop Blaize now it has dropped in value by at least half as with most other pubs, is now nearly twice as viable as when the Noquet’s bought it, as it will only require half the capital to finance it! As Cherwell District Council is very much aware, there are several enforcement notices that have been served upon Mr. & Mrs. Noquet in respect of their planning contraventions, all of which are currently being funded by us as Taxpayers. I hope that you are going to use all the submissions made to the Planning Inspectorate also being funded by us as Taxpayers in your deliberations on this application before making a decision. Please refuse the application.
