	Comments:
	The pub is not vacant as Mr and Mrs Noquet are living in it illegally and there is an enforcement notice ordering them to reinstate it as a public house which they are appealing against. They have already converted the Bishop Blaize to a dwelling and ripped out all of the pub equipment such as bar etc. All without planning permission. They have also illegally without planning permission and without having the necessary bat survey carried out (current police investigation) turned the bottle store into an additional dwelling by raising the roof by over 1 meter, adding 3 velux windows, adding a door in the back, providing separate electricity and water supplies. Adding a large picture window (currently hidden behind the old barn doors) and adding household equipment. In terms of viability as a going concern; this has not changed since their previous attempts at getting change of use for The Bishop Blaize public house (which they have arrogantly renamed Bishops End) They bought the Bishop Blaize for £425,000 and immediately put it on the market for £600,000. In their planning application for change of use which was only 6 months after buying the Bishop Blaize they claimed that they could not sell it and tried to use this as evidence that it was not viable. Their application failed. Subsequent applications have failed. Various reports have been produced and submitted with previous objections to planning applications and the current Appeal against the Enforcement Notice by CDC. These all show that the pub has enjoyed a good turnover and profit which is as it was for 5 years under the previous landlords and that there is ample opportunity for enhancing the trade. Mr and Mrs Noquet have had many offers for well above the price that they paid from people wanting to run the Bishop Blaize as a pub. This demonstrates that the Bishop Blaize is seen as viable by many people if it is managed professionally. Their statement (Plainview Planning, Design, and Access Statement section 2.4) claiming to have little money to maintain the property is surprising as they sold Darrah Farm for £1,000,000 and run two Range Rovers and a Porsche. The statement goes on to say that the state of disrepair has been exacerbated by the flood in 2009. They claimed for the flood damage on their insurance and have totally renovated the property as a house. Figure 2 The current view of the site. This is a very old picture and does not represent what is there today now that the work has been completed. Mr and Mrs Noquet bought the Bishop Blaize for more than the market price, announced that they were going to develop the site, and have tried every trick in the book to get change of use so that they can make a lot of money out of this site. They should not be allowed to profit from the destruction of a village amenity that has been cherished over the centuries and is a center of the villages of Sibford Gower, Burdrop and Sibford Ferris. The Bishop Blaize is in the conservation area and the views from the garden are second to non. The Bishop Blaize is also next to a number of listed buildings.
