	12/00678/F | Change of use of a vacant public house to C3 residential | Bishops End Burdrop Banbury Oxfordshire OX15 5RQ I reside in Sibford Gower OX15 and am currently studying Economics at the University of Exeter. I’m aware that there are many public houses around the country which have shut down but this seems to be a result them being located in deprived areas or in towns or cities where competition is rife. The Bishop Blaize is situated in an idyllic location right in the centre of the villages of Sibford Gower, Sibford Ferris and Burdrop. The local area is very prosperous and there isn’t much competition for the pub in the village. The Bishop Blaize is within walking distance of my home and also from the homes of a number of my friends who reside in the local area. For this reason I was hoping to hold my 21st birthday at the Bishop Blaize in a year’s time. I have fond childhood memories of visiting the pub with my family and remember how it was filled with local faces and had a great atmosphere. Mr. Noquet’s 2009 planning application to de-license the Bishop Blaize stated that the pub is not viable based upon his accounts. I would suggest that these accounts do not show a true and fair view of the business that he has deliberately tried to shut down. He has in his 2007 costs column a figure of £12,013.35 premises costs a figure of £ 4,257.07 office costs a figure of £6,141.72 professional fees a figure of £18,343.75 interest Total £40,755.89 In the previous Landlords 2006 costs the figures are dramatically lower a figure of £00.00 premises costs a figure of £ 798.00 office costs a figure of £ 2078.00 professional fees a figure of £9,000.00 interest Total £11,876.00 I would suggest that Mr. Noquet has included in his first year’s accounts “one off” costs that do not show a true and fair perspective of his trading. The difference between the two sets of costs is £28,879.89 which, if added back to his accounts the following year, would show a reasonable profit and a viable business. I notice in the supporting documents submitted for the application that the Bishop Blaize could have been sold for £575,000.00 with a choice of purchasers. This would have created a gross profit of £150,000.00. The Noquet’s have made several planning applications including the 2009 application to de-license the Bishop Blaize as a pub. All of these have either been refused or withdrawn. Since the Noquet’s arrived back from Spain in mid 2011, they have caused mayhem in the village including uttering profanities at passersby and inciting violence towards while trying to secretly develop the pub into a house. I walked past the Bishop Blaize on 5th June 2012 and it looked nothing like the photograph in the planning application. It certainly wasn’t vacant either as there was both a dog barking inside the pub and a man outside attending to the garden with the front door open. Please do not allow this “change of use” application Henry Butt
