I would agree with all of the objection sent to you by my husband Peter in its entirety (below) but would just add that I find it difficult to believe that when the Planning Inspector paid a personal visit and looked in and around the Bishop Blaize with yourself in August 2012 that you did not notice that the “Old Bottle store” at the Bishop Blaize had been converted without planning or building regulation permission. In Mr Noquet’s application he gives the date of completion of the work as 1st March 2012  some 5 months before the planning hearing.

The Noquet’s have been trying to de-license the Bishop Blaize including the current retrospective planning application since 2006.

Mr & Mrs Noquet have made Nine planning applications and two appeals in respect of the Bishop Blaize, with the exception of the first planning application which was approved the rest FAILED, however they failed to build the extension for the application approved. Is it not time they stopped wasting the Councils time and money?

The current use of the bottle store is temporary in my opinion, it cannot be a viable enterprise selling Wood burning stoves and will therefore be subject to another planning application for C3 use in the near future. 

I have looked through Mr. Noquet’s planning application, the application is in my opinion described incorrectly and does not bare an anywhere near accurate likeness to what he has actually been built. Whoever drew up the plans is incompetent.
