	Objection to 13/00116/F | Retrospective - New roof to barn; 3 No roof-lights and door installed to the upper floor | Bishops End Burdrop Banbury Oxfordshire OX15 5RQ planning application By G. Noquet. I have read both the Sibford Gower Parish Council objections and the Bishop Blaize Support Group and agree wholeheartedly with all the evidence that they have put forward in objecting to this retrospective planning application. The bottle store and barn are an intrinsic part of the public house and the public house can not operate without them. They are used for the storage of beer barrels both full and empty as well as bottles as the name would imply. It would appear that they have only applied for planning permission for the barn, but they have incorporated the bottle store into the barn by knocking down an adjacent wall. Mr and Mrs Noquet have continued to do this development work even though they had been refused once again for their change of use planning application to change the public house into a dwelling, and the subsequent appeal. Mr and Mrs Noquet knew exactly what they were doing and chose to ignore planning laws in the full knowledge that any planning application prior to the work being carried out would have been refused; for the exact same reasons that they had been informed in their previous application to develop the barn and bottle store. Ref. No: 09/01275/F If this planning application is approved then the Noquets will be another step forward in their continuing quest to develop this site and get change of use from a public house to a dwelling. It would also appear that Mr and Mrs Noquet have once again been economical with the truth. On closer inspection I am sure that Cherwell District Council representatives would discover that this has in fact been developed as a separate dwelling. It has it's own electrical and water supplies, and bathroom and kitchen equipment have also been observed being delivered. The use as a Wood Burning stove emporium is also another of the Noquets plans for 'failure'. To my knowledge they have no experience of specifying and installing wood burning stoves or building regulations covering the safe installation of wood burning stoves. They are also keeping the place a secret. No advertising, no web site, no telephone number on the sandwich board that is occasionally displayed outside the pub, and no opening times displayed. They could also have used the area of the public house which they are not allowed to used as their own dwelling space to sell stoves from. This could have been achieved without the vast cost of converting the barn and the bottle store to a separate dwelling. At the time of writing the Noquets are further destroying the fabric of the Bishop Blaize by ripping out the Ladies toilets. I strongly recommend that in the interests of maintaining the validity of the planning laws of this country that this planning application should be refused and the perpetrators vigorously pursued through the courts to ensure that this situation is rectified and that they never think that they or anyone else can get away with this course of action in the future. It would appear that the Bell Inn in Hook Norton is taking the same approach as Mr and Mrs Noquet following refusal of an application for change of use, and if one can get away with it they can see an easy way out.
