	Comments:
	We directly overlook the Bishop Blaize public house and car park. The area around the property is within an area of outstanding natural beauty which is within a conservation area. The outline planning that I have seen is for two houses which are completely out of character to the surrounding village houses and the village of Burdrop as a whole. There are far better building sites within the villages of Sibford Gower, and Sibford Ferris as already identified by the parish councils. The roof height of the houses is far too high and would only the houses are far too close to the council owned track in front of them and do not line up with the other houses on that track. The application that I have seen is also being made on the car park of the public house the Bishop Blaize (now called the Bishops End) which has not had a change of use granted and therefore without the car park would not be able to trade, as it would have no car park and there are no further local parking facilities, when it is restored back to a fully operational public house. There is no application for change of use from agricultural land to domestic use within this application or a separate planning application for change of use from a licensed Pubic House garden to domestic use. The proposed development also impacts surrounding agricultural land (the paddock) and the Bishop Blaize public house garden surrounding the southern elevation. Previously unlawful work on the public house did not take into account and was destructive towards local wildlife which is abundant and includes bats and badgers. The Existing use of the Bishop Blaize (Bishops End) car park is not as described in the application, there is currently a Mobile Home being stored within the Car Park and a chalet type house or garage built in the car park which was completed in excess of two years ago again without planning permission. We assert that Mr Noquet is trying to run roughshod over the district council, local residents and the planning system with this application. The site never housed a redundant barn and is not now a redundant barn, it is the “Old Bottle Store” which was an integral part of the day to day use if the Bishop Blaize and is therefore part of the licensed premises. The illegal conversion was carried out between November 2011 to early 2013 WITHOUT planning permission or building regulations into a one bed roomed flat by Mr Noquet. Mr Noquet has also it seems set up a phantom business on the ground floor by buying a small number of wood burning stoves and displaying them for sale. This is not a real business as it does not have a web site or a telephone number. Any future operator of the Bishop Blaize would not be able to restock the bar from anywhere on the site but the Old Bottle store. The Bishop Blaize had/has little internal storage space for bottles or barrelled beer. The Bishop Blaize also does not have cellar for the storage of beer or bottles, only a chilled small area for the storage of beer kegs. The closest effective storage space is the old Bottle store, which was always used for the storage of beer and bottles by previous landlords. It would be impossible for a future Landlord to restock the bar during an event as described above from anywhere but the old bottle store without a serious disruption/danger to the customers. We oppose this development and the un-lawful nature that the public house and its grounds are being put to use by Mr Noquet. Please refuse the application. Mark Darvill
