Whilst it makes the blood boil to think that the development of this site has been undertaken without planning permission even though members of Sibford Ferris, Burdrop and Sibford Gower have been reporting this illegal development to the council from the outset; This application may have some merit.

The change to the old bottle store has included raising the roof by over 1 meter, destroying a bat roost, and not having a bat survey done as they had been previously advised by Cherwell District Council, putting new velux windows in the roof, putting a new door to the car park at the rear, replacing the barn doors with patio windows and many internal changes including changing from single story to double story, and giving access to the public house by removal of the ladies toilets. All of this designed by the owners in their continual quest to show that a perfectly viable public house and village asset can not be operated on a commercial basis.

I support this change of use with the following provisos:-

1. Additional car parking should be made available for the use of people staying in this holiday cottage over and above that currently available to the public house. Granting of this planning permission should be subject to a successful planning application for the additional car parking spaces and these actually being built.

2. The old bottle store will need to be replaced, so that bottles and barrels have somewhere to be stored when the pub is in operation. Granting of this planning permission should be subject to a successful planning application for the replacement bottle store and the new bottle store being built.

3. This development will enhance the viability of the public house, and should be subject to the Public House being reopened.
