	Comments:
	I am writing on behalf of the North Oxfordshire branch of the Campaign for Real Ale. CAMRA is a national consumer organisation one of whose aims is to "support the public house as a focus of community life". CAMRA is an interested party within the scope of national planning policy. We object to this application as it would endanger the viability of a community facility. Retention of pubs allows them to continue to: * meet the needs of differing communities by maintaining a healthy and varied choice for the consumer; * ensure a place of informal social meeting, eating and drinking; * provide a place of employment for the Landlord and family and in many cases full and part time staff; * enliven the local economy through purchasing from other local outlets/shops and bringing visitors to the local area. In the light of the rejection of the applicants' appeal against refusal of residential change of use (ref APP/C3105/A/13/2190714), it follows that the Bishop Blaize remains a Public House. Integral to the public house is the bottle store (erroneously described in this application as 'redundant barn/store'). We consider that the loss of the bottle store would negatively impact on the viability of a potential public house business. In the absence of an independent professional report demonstrating that this application would not harm the viability of the pub, or alternatively would improve the viability of the pub, the application must be refused.
