	Please would you consider: • Removal of the signs would be a breach of the Trinity College ‘register of title’, section 1b. “The Purchasers will not make or allow to be made any alteration in the external design or elevation of the messuage or other buildings erected on the premises”. • The North Arms is Grade II listed as “The North Arms Public House”; by removing the signage this would fundamentally alter the appearance of the Pub which is protected by the listing. (Listing 1185033 – December 1955). • By removing the signage and lighting they would be removing features which are intrinsic to the Pub’s history and also removing from it any indication that it is in fact a pub. • As the North Arms is now registered as a Village Asset we request that no changes are made to the property until the new owner’s ‘change of use’ application is considered by the Council. By removing signage he is determining the future of the Pub before the Planning Department has received any application for change of use. • The Council’s Listed Buildings Department will hopefully reject this application on the grounds that signage is an overriding and integral feature of a pub.
