The Publisher reserues lhe r¡ght to disclose the name and address and any other account details of advertisers and/or agencies to

the police, trading staÁdards officials, or any other relàvant author¡ty and, where the Publisher ¡n ¡ts sole discret¡on deems ¡t reâsonable, to other th¡rd

parties.

22. Advertis¡ng Orders. Advert¡sing orders are issued by an advertis¡ng agency as a pr¡ncipal and must be on the agency's ofi¡c¡al form. When copy

instruct¡ons not constìtuting an official order are issued, they shall be clearly marked "Copy ¡nstruction - not an order".

23. The Newspaper Society. The terms of the R;cognition agreement between the Newspaper Soc¡ety and the Publ¡sher, or between the Newspaper Soc¡ety

and the Néwspaper Proþriétors Associat¡on and recognised advertising agencies âre deemed to be ¡ncorporated in these cond¡tions of acceptâRce of advertisement

orders for the publiæt¡on and transm¡ssion of all advertisements accepted from the recogn¡tion advertis¡ng agency. W¡thout prejudice to the generality of these terms,

these condit¡ons of acceptance spec¡ficâlly extend to any personal guarantee g¡ven by the D¡rectors or any other person on behalf of a recognised agency at the time of

recogn¡tion in respect of any unsåt¡stied liàb¡lit¡es ot the agency in the event of the agency's liqu¡dation or insolvency. Such guarantee ¡s part of these condit¡ons of

acceptance.
24. Acceptance. The plac¡ng of an order for the insertion of an advertisement shall amount to an acceptance of the above cond¡tions ãnd âny

cond¡tions stipulate¡ on an agency's oi advert¡ser's order form or elsewhere by an agency or an advertìser shall be vo¡d insofâr as they are ìn confl¡ct with

them.
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
