I would therefore ask Cherwell District Council to put a permanent stop to these time and money wasting applications being made by the Noquets by prosecuting them for each and every outstanding planning  infringement.

Their current application 16/01525/F should have no chance of being granted as it is for a two bed roomed cottage to be built on land that is subject to A4 use which also has an ACV registered on it. As you are aware the ACV in effect stops any further change of use other than A4 use.

The request for planning permission for the shed in my opinion should be a separate retrospective planning application as the shed is already built on the Bishop Blaize site in a conservation area that overlooks an AOB area.

I have noted the BBSG objection  to the 16/01525/F application and would concur with it.
