Prior Approval for change of use of agricultural building and an equal area of land to residential has been granted by 15/00936/Q56. No works have been started.

Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended) does not permit amendments.

This new application seeks to:

    A:   Re-configure the accommodation, within the same footprint, to better suit the needs of the applicant.

    B:  Re-clad the building to substantially reduce energy consumption, whilst maintaining the appearance of an agricultural building. This will match the agricultural buildings on the nearest, neighbouring property.

AUSTINS GROUND FARM is a 21.5 ha (53 ac) registered holding, growing cereals and pulses.

It is outside any Conservation Area, National Park, A.O.N.B. or S.S.I. 

It contains no Scheduled Monuments, Listed Buildings, Safety Hazards or Military Explosives.

The property is not subject to any Agricultural Tenancy.

The Barn was constructed over forty years ago and has been in constant agricultural use to date. 

No other Agricultural buildings have been constructed on the site for over ten years. 

The barn covers 204 sq metres and can discreetly provide one single storey dwelling within this floor-space.

Water, electricity and drainage are already available.

Existing access is by a hard drive with good visibility to a straight section of Hook Norton Road.

There would be no increase in traffic and removes Agricultural Machinery movements. It would result in a decrease in noise levels.

There is no contamination of the site. Fibre-cement roofing (asbestos free).

There is no history of flooding.

The development would substantially improve the appearance of a tired looking agricultural building.
