The submission for the above only appears to include a drawing sheet of standard adoptable paving details, although the cover letter refers to four sets of drawings.  Is there something missing perhaps, that has not been scanned?

On the basis of what I can see, there is nothing about the specific layout of the particular public right of way crossing, or its construction or drainage, and nothing in relation to detailed signage, which is specifically mentioned in the condition.

Therefore Highways Authority objects to the discharge of the condition.
