The bin storage area may be an ugly visual intrusion on the street. Therefore bin storage area details to be indicated.

The existing planting borders on the edges of the car park on the frontage are to be retained and planted with attractive specimen shrubs and low groundcover to visually soften the car park’s paving and parked vehicles without compromising driver’s sightlines. Ornamental railings of the appropriate period design to surround the planting borders would be beneficial, along with railings to the main entrance steps.

The space to the rear of the building should be landscaped with robust specimen shrubs and groundcover requiring for amenity and minimal maintenance for the benefit of residents and the development as a whole.

Detailed hard and soft landscape proposals are required for our consideration. The hard landscape materials to be appropriate to the period of the character of the building.
