T1 x Lawson - Fell to ground level.

G1 x Lawson + Damson - Face back to boundary raising crowns to 5.0m.

G2 x Ash + Birch - Fell 3 nos Ash stems and 2 nos Birch stems.


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of these trees and the desirability

of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.
Site visit – T1 lawson & G1 Lawson & Damson situated to the frontage of the property, small trees close to the drive, inappropriate for location removal for the benefit of adjacent planting.

G2 – x3 Ash & x2 Silver Birch, the trees are located to the rear boundary of the rear garden, the Ash could be considered as self-set trees with poor form, suppressed in growth with limited visibility to the wider conservation area, the Silver Birch are adjacent the Ash considered as poor form with several defective unions.
Unfortunately with the condition of the trees, retention would be considered impractical.


	Conclusion
The trees do not merit a TPO in the interests of amenity. Accordingly the proposal to

Remove T1,G1 G2 is considered acceptable and will have

little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area. The

proposals are considered to be justified and in the interests of good arboricultural

practice
