Proposal: 5 attached two bedroom houses, parking and amenity spaces
Introduction

1. This Construction Traffic Management Plan (CTMP) addresses condition 3 of the planning
permission reference 21/03947/F

2. Planning Condition 3 states:

‘Construction Traffic Management Plan should be submitted to the Local Planning Authority and
agreed prior to commencement of works’.

The approved Construction Traffic Management Plan shall be strictly adhered to throughout the
construction period for the development.

Reason - To ensure safe access is provided to the site and the environment is protected during
construction in accordance with saved Policies SLE4 and ESD15 of the Cherwell Local Plan
20112031 Part 1, Saved Policy ENV1 of the Cherwell Local Plan 1996 and Government
guidance contained within the National Planning Policy Framework.

3. It is anticipated that demolition works will commence in September 2024 and that the overall
contract length will be approximately 15 months from November 2025.

3. The site is located at an entrance from A4260

4. No road closures will be required to enable site deliveries to take place.
Site Access

5. Direct access for construction vehicles to the site shall be from A4260 only.

6. Appropriate fencing and signage will be provided at and around the site to protect and warn
motorists, cyclists and pedestrians of construction activities.

The scheme shall include a monitoring regime to repair or replace any damaged or lost fencing
or signs as necessary.

7. Where required appropriate pedestrian facilities or diversion routes will be provided across or
around the site access.

8. It is proposed to erect a mirror opposite to the site access to improve visibility for all vehicles
exiting the site.
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Construction Vehicle Management

9. Construction vehicles will be managed by the Contractor overseeing direction of the project
and by the Site Supervisor/Manager.

Contact details of a site supervisor will be provided as soon as a main contractor is appointed.

10. Large vehicle deliveries will be coordinated directly between the project team and the
supplier

11. Prior to arriving, suppliers or drivers will notify the site to indicate their anticipated time of
arrival. If in the rare event a problem with access to the site is identified whilst the delivery is in
transit, the supplier or driver will be advised to wait on where appropriate until such time as
access becomes available.

12. All subcontractors will stipulate to the site manager their vehicle size, times for deliveries,
access route and site access arrangement prior to delivery.

13. Only appropriately trained, qualified and certificated banksman will be used to direct vehicle
manoeuvres in and around the site access.

14. A highway condition survey will be carried out prior to commencement of the works at which
time the condition of existing highway infrastructure including carriageway and vegetation will be
recorded. Any damage to the highway resulting from construction activities will be fully
reinstated to at least the original condition as agreed by both parties.

15. Measures to protect the immediate highway from site detritus will be put in place and
monitored to ensure its effectiveness. Such measures will include wheel washing facilities and
on-call road sweepers.

16. Adequate space will be provided within the construction site for safe storage of plant and
machinery.

17. Dust will be kept to a minimum by dampening down the works via a hosepipe from a source
to be determined on site. All noisy plant and machinery will be equipped with bafflers and shut
down during periods of non-use.

18. The contractor will ensure that all their immediate neighbours are informed. Where
appropriate local residents will be kept informed of significant deliveries.

Co-ordination of works to ensure that no access is impeded will be the responsibility of the site
manager.

Contact details for the site foreman will be erected on the hoarding for local residents to contact
in case of an issue. A record will be kept of any issues raised and the subsequent path to
resolution.

19. Adequate space will be provided within the construction site for safe storage of plant and
machinery.
