	Action HA1 requires a Fencing Maintenance Scheme that

· Specify extent of fence subject to scheme

· Specify materials and colours used in the repair

· Timescale for responding to emergency repairs

· The frequency of regular inspections

· Timescales for remedying defects identified in inspections.

The stated objectives of the strategy are somewhat different:

· Control the erection of new fences within the flying field

· Meet the security requirements of commercial occupiers

· Allow maintenance of retained fencing

· Establish guidelines for the erection of temporary stock proof fencing

Whilst there is no objection to the objectives being widened, the intended purpose of the strategy should not be lost.

It would be helpful if Fig D.0291_18_1 could indicate where the fence was to be removed as this is missing from the plan.

The strategy states that 

· the perimeter fencing  will be inspected regularly and  damage notified to the management company.  No timescales are provided for the “regular” security patrols or the reporting and these shoud be included.

· the management company will “endeavour” to respond within one month of the damage being discovered.  I suggest the emphasis shoud be on “will respond within one month unless there are particular circumstances reasonably preventing repairs being undertaken within that timescale”.

· no other fencing be erected within the flying field unless agreed in writing

· temporary stock proof fencing shall be designed  to be of low visibility and that examples are provided.  In fact only one photographic examples is provided  in which it is not possible to see the fence.  Height, materials and design shoud be provided.

· New fencing between the settlement and the FF and around the car processing areas will require consent under separate planning permissions

 A new fence around the Cold War heritage Park in the NW of the FF and details will be submitted.

	CONCLUSION:

	Further detail is required for this Strategy to be fit for purpose and enable the Planning Obligation to be discharged.
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
