	URBAN DESIGN AND /OR CONSERVATION COMMENT:

	This application is submitted to enable partial discharge of clause 1.1 of schedule 4 of 08/00716/OUT as regards the storage of external waste.  The purpose of the strategy is to ensure that waste, storage, along with signage, lighting, parking etc associated with the employment us of the  buildings on the airfield does not detract from the character and appearance of the conservation area.

This strategy proposes that waste should be 

· Kept inside until day of collection where Health and Safety allows

· Or be located in a discrete and ordered location close to the building and should be no larger than is necessary

· Alternatively other nil-use buildings should be used.

· In the case of th4e HASs waste should be stored to the rear if not internally.

Whilst the aspirations of the strategy are creditable, the strategy is vague, unspecific and is no more than a list of aspirations.  “Close” is not defined and whether the area is “larger than necessary” is open to debate.  It is not clear how practical or reasonable it would be to utilise the nil-use buildings for this purpose, nor indeed whether this might discourage good management of waste storage areas.  I had been expecting that the strategies would be more specific than this.  Given that 50 of the buildings to be reused on the flying field are of one basic type and the number of others is limited, I do not consider that a more location specific strategy would be difficult to devise.

I do not consider there is sufficient detail contained in this strategy to enable clause 1.1 of schedule 4 to be discharged.  More detail is needed
