	This application is submitted to enable partial discharge of clause 1.1 of schedule 4 of 08/00716/OUT as regards signage strategy, as required by the s106 agreement, The purpose of the strategy is to ensure that signage, along with parking, lighting etc  across the airfield does not harm the character and appearance of the conservation area. 
This strategy proposes that
· Non historic signage be removed, but it is not clear how “historic” is to be determined, nor can I see a timescale within which removal is to be completed

· New signage should be of specific dimensions, colour, font and location, and this has been the subject of pre-application discussions.  However it is not clear to me whether the new signage will in place of or as well as the existing “historic” military signage.  I am pleased that the precise colour is specified but we need to approve a sample and view it against the existing signs to check authenticity.  It looks rather dark in the documentation but this may be poor reprographics.

· It should be expressly stated that internally and externally illuminated signage will not be acceptable.

· The document states that directional Signage is covered in the Access Strategy, but I am not sure that this is the case.
· I am pleased to see that there is reference to listed buildings and SAMs needing express consent.  Surely though some signage will need advertisement consent?

· The CLG Guidance is included and I am sure that this is intended to be helpful, however it relates to an entirely different context and I am not sure that it is applicable.  It also suggests deemed consent, which is not the case here.

There are some loose ends that need clarifying before this document can be acceoted as discharging the obligation.
