	Comments:
	I object in the strongest terms to this development as yet again, the village of Bodicote seems increasingly under threat of being completely absorbed by the border of Banbury moving south. Aside from the noted objections ofthe Council which are all researched and thoughtful, I would make especial note of the situation that will develop on Wykham Lane. Already a noted black spot at peak times, this application makes no reference to the previously agreed developments on Bankside and the development agreed to the West of the Bloxham Road. An additional 1000 - 1500 homes in these two estates will certainly increase the use of a rural lane and to then put a further 1000 homes at one end seems madness. This lane is actually single carriageway as it comes into Bodicote, has a single carriageway bridge at the other and assuming only a small percentage of the cars in each of these developments takes a route down this road it will still bring additional strain on this already over used route. There is virtual gridlock each morning at the junction and surrounding area of Wykham Lane and White Post Road past Bishop Loveday school, and any increase in traffic will make this even busier and more dangerous. In addition, the develpment seems to go against the well stated intention to avoid coallescence. Whilst not actually bordering Bodicote (although the gap will be less than 100 metres), this will effectively mean the village is surrounded on three sides and will all but absorb the village into Banbury. Previous planning applications have made mention of the historic Saltway and that this should be a line not to be breached to the south of Banbury. Currently an outstanding social amenity allowing safe and pleasant transport and relaxation along the edge of the town, these plans would destroy the ambiance, wildlife and enjoyment of this naturally beautiful area. In summary, any further developments in this region would be a disaster for the entire area.
