Dear Laura,

As promised, attached are the DRAFT comments from the Design and Conservation team for Wykham Park Farm.  Overall the application is very thin, with limited information on how design or heritage issues will be managed across the site.  Therefore it is clear that we cannot support the proposals as they stand.

We have a couple of points for clarification which it would be useful to discuss:

- I assume that some consultation has taken place for this scheme, though this is not mentioned in the design and access statement.  Do you know if anything significant has been raised which affects the structure of the masterplan? They provided an SCI as part of the planning application (it's online) - I think it is safe to say that the comments received did not really influence the masterplan.
- We have touched briefly on the significance of Salt Way.  Obviously a lot of research has been undertaken on this by Oxford Archaeology, how should we reference this? We don't want to repeat what has already been said.  I think the way you have set this out is fine. One thing I would add though - what has been done/is being done to get the Saltway recognised in Policy terms as a heritage asset? I know it is referenced in the PSLP under ESD13, but are there any plans to elevate it somehow?
- I have assumed there was no pre app advice on this site.  Please advise me if this is incorrect and I will adjust the first paragraph. No pre-app
It would be great if you could read through our comments.  Please let us know if there are any areas which would be helpful for us to strengthen further.
