	Comments:
	As a nearby resident on the Bloxham Road, my concerns with this application primarily relate to the increase in traffic on the A361 and the impact on the sewerage system due to the proposed 1000 dwellings, offices and amenities. Looking at the proposed plan, there will be a slip road both on and off the A361 to gain access to the new estate. The location of the access onto the slip road is on a slight bend and may present a potential risk of collision for vehicles / on-road cyclists, even taking into account the proposed 30 mph limit. This aside, the envisaged increase in number of vehicles both directly related to the new development will be an added burden on the A361 which is already very busy. The travel plan mentions amenities is likely to serve the site dwellers only, this I believe is not likely as people travelling through Banbury are likely to want to stop to pick up groceries at an easily accessible site of the main road. Primary schools in Banbury are fully subscribed already which also suggests that people might need to drive to the new proposed primary school onsite. A few of the points I mention will no doubt increase the traffic quite dramatically on the A361/Bloxham Road, and it can already be difficult to turn right onto the road from the slip road and Lansdowne Road (especially at rush hour). The impact of traffic due to this development needs to be heavily considered, including the noise increase due to this. My other point about the sewerage system is related to the fact that on the slip road off the Bloxham Road there is a perceptible smell of sewerage at various points when walking along the slip road. I believe this might be due to the fact that there are too many houses already feeding into this sewerage system (an extension to the original system now accommodates the housing estate on Lansdowne Road). I am concerned that the proposed development (dwellings, offices & amenities) may end up feeding in the existing sewerage system as well which will add even more burden to the infrastructure (the application form says that it is not known whether the foul sewerage is going to use the existing drainage system). I would like my points to be considered when discussing the potential impacts that the development may have on nearby residents.
