	Comments:
	There are a number of compelling reasons why I believe this proposal is ill judged and would have a detrimental impact upon the lives of those already living in this area as well as having a negative impact upon the countryside in the surrounding area. These reasons include: A further erosion of the rural villages around Banbury to the detriment of those living within the villages and also on those within the town of Banbury and surrounding built up areas. A further reduction in the green buffer on the outskirts of Banbury with a loss of wildlife habitat and countryside recreational area that would negatively impact on the residents of Banbury and the surrounding villages. A negative impact upon the already congested Bloxham Road. This will be a major concern to any who are regular users of the Bloxham Road, particularly during the busiest times of the morning and evening when congestion can already be seen to be a major problem. Further housing development along this road would exacerbate this situation leading to further delay for those commuting to Banbury, those undertaking the school run and also impact upon the noise and pollution for the residents living on and near to this road. Increase in traffic load and consequential frustration for drivers attempting to access the road during busy times may also lead to an increase in accidents at busy times. In addition to the above, this proposal does not comply with the much debated and approved ‘Local Plan’. This was carefully considered by Cherwell Council and the areas chosen after public consultation and environmental impact consideration. I would like to understand what has changed subsequently to allow the Bloxham Road development to even be considered when it was rejected from the ‘Local Plan’. I trust that you can see from the brief outline above this proposal is ill considered. I believe this is further reinforced by the opposition to this plan by Banbury Town Council and those in the local Village Parish Councils, that will be negatively impacted should this proposal be approved.
