	Land off White Post Road, Banbury. I was one of the few Bodicote residents that received the Gladman Public Consultation.

My objections to the development are;

Road Danger

Having a road coming onto White Post Road opposite the school is complete madness, the road is already extremely busy, especially at school drop off and pick up times it is impossible to get to the Bodicote flyover. A man has already been mown down on White Post Road this year, and the proposal to reduce the village speed limit to 20 miles per hour has been refused. I live on the High Street which joins onto White Post Road and cars go tearing past in the morning and at night already and more houses mean more traffic. The High Street and White Post Road are already a rat-run and the section of the HIgh Street I live on is only just wider than single track road.

Destruction of the Bodicote Circular Walk Saltway Nature Trail

The walk is not called 'Bodicote Circular walk through the Saltway Housing Estate trail', which will be what Bodicote Village will end up with if the Gladman Proposal goes ahead. The proposal talks about 'a potential link to an adjacent development' going out to the Bloxham road, this means that the Bodicote Circular Walk will have to cross over the road instead of being the nature trail we have now. It is bad enough that the Banbury side of the Saltway has been lined with houses, no amount of hedges will disguise houses and it will not be a wildlife haven essential for a nature trail if both sides of the Saltway are lined by developments. On the Nature trail leaflet there is a viewpoint clearly marked on the Saltway which looks over to the Bloxham Grove Windmill, has this been considered? a housing development will irradicate this beautiful view. Cherwell District Council needs to prove it's support for the nature trail it advertises on it's website, not disregard it to fulfil the governments housing quota.

Bodicote Village becoming Banbury Town

The Gladman Proposal clearly states the development as 'White Post Road, Banbury' - it is actually Bodicote Parish Land as is the Longford Park Development, which in April 2016 the Council has decided will become Banbury's. Bodicote Village has taken more than it's fair share of the government housing quota, Longford Park, Spitfire Homes, and the soon to commence development on the land at the rear of Cotefield Nursery, all on Bodicate Parish Land however many boundaries you move.
