	Having read the consultation document from Gladman I can not see how this application can be granted. Most of their proposals appear to be based upon the adage that you throw money at a problem ie health and schooling in the area to get what you want, then build houses, take the profit, walk away and let the local residents suffer after they have left.
At this present stage I can not see how you can allow a road to be built entering onto White post Road in front of a busy primary school, the road safety issues will be enormous. Of course Galdman's counter argument to this is to build a car park to accomodate the traffic at school time which would have to be multi storey and as I live in the area I already suffer from parking issues along Sycamore Drive and on the roundabout at the end and can not see how one car park is going to help, plus on top of this will be the extra traffic to 280 houses and the next impending 1000 houses which will eventually join on and exit via the same road. To see a council agreeing to this would prove that local residents feelings do not count for anything.
I also wonder why a youth games court is to built opposite the school and upon what is going to be a very busy junction as the road is already being talked about by the council as a link road between the Oxford Road and Bloxham Road, which is stupid if you think this will help in any way with traffic congestion, but again people who make these decisions don't live in the area but in an ivory tower with no interest in the publics views otherwise this application as it is in its present form would not be considered.
Previously there was another submission for an estate which would of gone from the Bloxham Road the length of Salt Way to the end of the school grounds, would this not have been a far better application aiding Bodicote to stay separated as a Village from Banbury and not causing what is going to be a traffic nightmare if the present application is allowed through.
I could go on asking questions about why have a cricket pitch away from the current cricket club and why is Bodicote being ignored when further development in the area was not going to be considered but again I feel all these issues will just fall on deaf ears especially when one of Cherwell's councillors for planning lives in the Yarnton area so what do they know about local issues.
