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5.5. Grass seed (Germinal A22 Low Miantenance Mix) shall be sown either in April/May or 
September/October during calm weather and not when the ground is frost bound or waterlogged. Seed 
shall be sown in two equal sowings in transverse directions at 50 g/m2 for amenity grass. After sowing 
the contractor shall lightly rake the seed into intimate contact with the soil.

5.6. When newly seeded amenity grass areas reach 50mm they should be lightly rolled and cut to a height 
of 25mm. All arisings shall be removed. Any bare patches shall be made good at this time. Amenity 
grass shall be regularly maintained between 25 and 50mm during the first season after sowing.
