	Trees / Proposal (Brief Description)
T1 x T911 Atlas Cedar - Reduce end weight extremities by up to 3m where necessary to reduce wind loading.
 

T2 x T913 Deodar Cedar - Reduce all extremities by 2-3m to help prevent further damage.



T3 x Yew block to the left of the Yew with a bench - Fell to near ground level and grind out the stumps.


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of these trees and the desirability of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.

Site Visit – T1 Cedar is a dominant principle tree within the garden area, visible from Main street, the proposed reduction works are considered being key to retaining the tree as to its location, the proposed 3m reduction is considered proportionate within acceptable parameters with little impact to the appearance of the tree which should respond well.
T2- The proposed reduction of 2-3m is considered within tolerances for the tree to respond and will aid in retaining the tree.
T3 – The tree is set back partially visible from a public aspect.


	Conclusion
Accordingly, the proposal to do works to T1, T2 and remove T3 is considered acceptable and will have little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area. 
The proposals are considered to be justified and in the interests of good arboricultural

practice
