T1 x Cedar - Fell history of major failures and recent large stem failure towards road and replant.

T 2 x Holly- Crown raise 3 over footpath, taper back side growth over neighbouring property by 1.5m.

T3x Holly - Crown raise over 3m and cut back to 1m over hanging neighbouring boundary.


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of these trees and the desirability

of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.
Site visit 

T1 Cedar, the tree is prominent visible from the main road, the tree as been subject to possible storm damage resulting in several primary limbs and branches failing, which has left several major tear wounds to the main stem leaving the tree structurally compromised therefore limiting its safe useful life expectancy.
T2 & T3- Holly, the proposed pruning will have little impact to the appearance of the trees.



	Conclusion
Accordingly, the proposal to remove T1 will have a moderate impact on the character of the conservation area, the condition of the tree does not justify a TPO.
T2 & T3 proposed pruning works are considered acceptable and will have

little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area.
