T1 x Cherry-Crown reductionup to 20%, up to 2m meters from height and crown thin. Remove all deadwood on going management.

T2x Juniper- Fell to ground level.

T3 x Norway Spruce- Fell to ground level.

fell to allow more light in the garden and will re-place with something more suited.


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of these trees and the desirability

of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.

The three trees in question are located in the rear garden of the property, T2 and T3

Have limited visibility and T1 is only partially visible.

 T1 is in fair condition, the proposed works are considered reasonable management for the tree’s context and retention. T2 is in a fair condition

but is a small insignificant specimen. T3 is in fair condition, but the removal is considered justified due to the tree’s location.

The three trees do not merit a TPO and the proposals would have little or no adverse

impact on the street scene or the character of the conservation area.


	Conclusion
The trees do not merit a TPO in the interests of amenity. Accordingly the proposal to

do works to T1 and remove T2 and T3 trees is considered acceptable and will have

little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area. The

proposals are considered to be justified and in the interests of good arboricultural

practice
