	Trees / Proposal (Brief Description)
T1 x Picea Abies - One tree to be reduced to ground level due to proximity of property (2.8m) and height (approx 10.0m). Has previously had the top removed. Proposal to plant a hedge in its place along boundary wall - hedge type Aucuba Japonica and Prunus Laurocerasus.


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of the tree and the desirability

of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.
T1- Picea Abies stands within the garden area of the property with visibility from Hawks Lane, the tree has been subject to previous reduction works mainly to the height of the tree, this has detracted from its natural conical form usually associated with this species limiting it amenity value, with the location and aesthetical value taken into context it is not considered expedient to further protect the tree by means of TPO.



	Conclusion
The trees do not merit a TPO in the interests of amenity. Accordingly, the proposal to remove T1 is considered acceptable and will have little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area. The proposals are considered to be justified and in the interests of good Arboricultural practice
