	Trees / Proposal (Brief Description)
T1 x Beech - Reduce east side of crown towards property by up to 2.0m to reduce structural branch weight. Light crown thin by 10%. Crown raise by removal of first two lowest limbs.

T2, T3 x Yew - Pollard to low stem at approx. 7.0m to allow to regenerate as low hedge screen as beneath Cedar in poor condition.

T4 x Cedar - Removal of major hangers and damaged branching. Crown thin 10% to improve structure. Deadwood throughout (exempt).


	Appraisal
Is it expedient to make a TPO in the interests of amenity?

The main consideration here is the amenity value of these trees and the desirability

of preserving the character and appearance of the conservation area.
The proposed works for T1 Beech is considered minor with very little impact to the trees form.

T2 & T3 Yew, the species should react well to the proposed works, enabling the trees to be retain and managed thereafter.

T4 Cedar, the proposals are with objective of improving the trees form allowing for future retention.


	Conclusion
The proposal to do works to T1- T4 is considered acceptable and will have

little detrimental impact on the character and amenities of the conservation area.
