Introduction

Preamble

Ridge has been commissioned by Hallam Land (HL) to provide transport and highways advise in
relation to a residential led mixed-use development on Land North East of the railway line in North
West Bicester ('The Site’) known as Hawkwell Village (HV).

The detailed description of the development proposals is set out below:

“OUTLINE - with matters of appearance, landscaping, layout, scale and access (partial) reserved
except for the following specified Access points: signalised junction at A4095/Germander Way,
secondary access from/to Bucknell Road, access off Cranberry Avenue, ElImsbrook, which are sought
for approval at outline stage [and to facilitate access connections in relation to SLR/realigned A4095
(2no. access points via Lords Lane)]- Mixed Use Development delivered in phases comprising of up
to 3,700 dwellings (including extra care) (C3); residential and care accommodation (C2); mixed use
local centre (comprising commercial, business and service uses (Use Class E), residential uses, C2
uses, local community uses (F2(a) and F2(b)), hot food takeaways, public house, wine bar, mobility
hub); employment area (E(g), E(d), E(e), E(f)); Private Hospital (Class E(e)); learning and non-residential
institutions (Class F1) including primary school (plus land to allow extension of existing Gagle Brook
primary school); green infrastructure including formal and informal open space, allotments, landscape,
biodiversity and amenity space and associated facilities;, burial ground; play space (including
Neaps/Leaps/MUGA); ground mounted photovoltaic arrays, sustainable drainage systems; movement
network comprising new highway, cycle and pedestrian routes; car parking; associated infrastructure
(including utilities); engineering works (including ground modelling); demolition (a phased
development each phase being a separate and severable part of the development).”

The development site comprises some 177 hectares and lies on the north-western fringe of Bicester
and is located between the London to Birmingham railway line in the west and the consented
developments off the B4100 Banbury Road known as the Exemplar Development (or ElImsbrook) and
Firethorn to the east. The village of Bucknell lies to the north and Bure Park residential estate, which
forms the existing extent of Bicester town lies to the south. Caversfield is to the east and Middleton
Stoney to the west.

The proposed development site forms part of the wider North West Bicester (NWB) development
that is allocated within the Cherwell Local Plan 2011 - 2031 under 'Policy Bicester 1'.

The Site location is set out in Figure 2.1.

A planning application (Ref: 21/04275/0UT) was submitted to Cherwell District Council (CDC) in
December 2021. Over the last three years there has been extensive discussions with the Local
Highway Authority ((LHA) Oxfordshire County Council (OCC)) resulting in agreed trip rates, various
runs of the Bicester Transport Model (BTM) to assess the impact of the proposed development, active
travel access and off site highway mitigation (all Technical Notes (TN) submitted to OCC are provided
at Appendix A). Discussion with National Highways (NH) has also been undertaken to assess the
impacts of the development on the Strategic Road Network using the output traffic flows from the
BTM; this has been undertaken to satisfy NH comments to enable a removal of their holding objection.

This Transport Assessment (TA) provides a full update to reflect these discussions and changes to
the masterplan and development quantum that have resulted following discussions by all disciplines.

Scope of Report

This TA examines the transport and highways matters pertinent to the Site, and in doing so
demonstrates the suitability of the Site for development.

The structure of the TA is as follows:

Section 3 reviews relevant national, regional and local policy and guidance as related to
the proposed development;

This section also sets
out the expected services and facilities that will be provided within the North
West Bicester allocation;

Section 6 describes the local highway network including an assessment of highway
safety;

Section 7 details the development proposal and its associated parking and access
arrangement;

Section 8 sets out the methodology in forecasting the external vehicle trip generation of
the Proposed Development;

Section 9 Assesses the forecast total external person trips of the development and the
expected modal share;

Section 10  Sets out the directly associated off-site active travel mitigation;

Section 11 Sets out the directly associated off-site highway mitigation considering both
interim and final positions;

Section 12  Provides details of the North West Bicester Strategic Link Road design and
reports the VISSIM modelling.

Section 13  Reviews the impact of the development on the local and strategic highway
networks and sets out a strategy for the required mitigation;

Section 14  Sets out the overall highway mitigation including contributions requested by
OCC.

Section 15  Sets out the expected vehicle generation during the construction period and
the associated mitigation;

Section 11 Provides a summary of the TA and presents the conclusions of the
assessment.

2.2.3  This TA demonstrates that the proposed development with the proposed mitigation is not forecast to
have a material impact on the surrounding highway network, and that the Site is suitably located to
be accessed by sustainable modes.

2.2.4  The proposed development is not forecast to have a severe residual cumulative impact as defined
within the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) on the highway network.

Transport Planning Policy

Introduction

This section outlines the national and local planning policies and guidance relevant to the proposed
development. The following are set out:

= National Planning Policy Framework (2024);

=  Strategic road network and the delivery of sustainable development;

= Planning for the future;

= LTN 1/20 Cycling Infrastructure Design;

= Planning Practice Guidance - Travel Plans, Transport Assessment and Statement in decision-
taking (2014);

= Manual for Streets;

= Oxfordshire County Council Local Transport and Connectivity Plan;

= Bicester Local Cycling & Walking Plan;

= Cherwell District Council Local Plan; and

= North West Bicester SPD (2016).

This review sets the planning context for the proposed development, and thereafter this TA
demonstrates the suitability of the Site in view of this context.

National Planning Policy Framework (2024)

The NPPF sets out the central government's planning policies for England and how these are expected
to be applied at a local level. It provides a framework within which locally prepared plans for housing
and other development are produced. Originally published in March 2012, the NPPF has had
numerous revisions, with the most recent being (at the time of writing) in December 2024. The
document sets out the Government'’s planning policies for England and how these should be applied.

The NPPF states that the “purpose of the planning system is to contribute to the achievement of
sustainable development”, which itself is defined as “meeting the needs of the present without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.” The NPPF is based on a
" presumption in favour of sustainable development”, as detailed in paragraph 11.

Considering transport, the NPPF guides that transport issues should be considered at the earliest
stage of development proposals. It is noted that “the planning system should actively manage
patterns of growth”, with significant development sited “in locations which are or can be made
sustainable, through limiting the need to travel and offering a genuine choice of transport modes. This
can help to reduce congestion and emissions, and improve air quality and public health”

Paragraph 115 of the NPPF also states the following:

“In assessing sites that may be allocated for development in plans, or specific applications for
development, it should be ensured that:

a) sustainable transport modes are prioritised taking account of the vision for the site, the type of
development and its location;
b) safe and suitable access to the site can be achieved for all users;

c) the design of streets, parking areas, other transport elements and the content of associated
standards reflects current national guidance, including the National Design Guide and the National
Model Design Code; and

d) any significant impacts from the development on the transport network (in terms of capacity and
congestion), or on highway safety, can be cost effectively mitigated to an acceptable degree
through a vision-led approach.”

Crucially, paragraph 116 states that “development should only be prevented or refused on highways
grounds if there would be an unacceptable impact on highway safety, or the residual cumulative
impacts on the road network, following mitigation, would be severe, taking into account all reasonable
future scenarios.”

Paragraph 117 states that development should:

= "...give priority first to pedestrian and cycle movements, both within the scheme and with
neighbouring areas; and second — so far as possible — to facilitating access to high quality public
transport, with layouts that maximise the catchment area for bus or other public transport
services, and appropriate facilities that encourage public transport use;

= address the needs of people with disabilities and reduced mobility in relation to all modes of
transport;

= create places that are safe, secure and attractive — which minimise the scope for conflicts
between pedestrians, cyclists and vehicles, avoid unnecessary street clutter, and respond to local
character and design standards,

= allow for the efficient delivery of goods, and access by service and emergency vehicles; and

= be designed to enable charging of plug-in and other ultra-low emission vehicles in safe, accessible
and convenient locations.

Paragraph 118 states that all developments that are expected to generate significant amounts of
movements should be required to provide a Travel Plan (TP) and the planning application should be
supported by a vision-led Transport Assessment (TA) or Transport Statement (TS). This planning
application is supported by a TA and TP, as per NPPF and OCC guidance.

This TA demonstrates that there are existing opportunities to use sustainable transport to travel to /
from the Site. The access arrangements for sustainable travel will integrate with off-site provision and
therefore will facilitate the take-up of sustainable modes, ensuring that safe and suitable access can
be achieved for all future users. The TA demonstrates that the transport impact of the proposed
development will not be ‘severe’ under the terms set out in the NPPF.

Department for Transport (DfT) Circular 02/2013 - The Strategic Road Network and the
Delivery of Sustainable Development

This circular sets out how National Highways (NH) engage with the planning system and details on
how NH will fulfil its remit to be a delivery partner for sustainable economic growth while maintaining,
managing and operating a safe and efficient road network.

Planning for the future

Published in October 2023 by NH this document provides a guide to working with NH on planning
matters and sets out NH's six values when they engage in the planning system: maintain safety,
engage early, work openly, share evidence, share knowledge and experience and work collaboratively.
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The guide also indicates NH's approach to the ‘Decide & Provide' vision led approach to
development’s trip generation.

1) “Cycle infrastructure should be accessible to everyone from 8 to 80 and beyond.: it should be
planned and designed for everyone. The opportunity to cycle in our towns and cities should be
universal.

2) Cycles must be treated as vehicles and not as pedestrians. On urban streets, cyclists must be
physically separated from pedestrians and should not share space with pedestrians. Where cycle
routes cross pavements, a physically segregated track should always be provided. At crossings
and junctions, cyclists should not share the space used by pedestrians but should be provided
with a separate parallel route.

3) Cyclists must be physically separated and protected from high volume motor traffic, both at
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
