DIRECTION

Pursuant to Paragraph 19(3) Schedule 16 of the Local Government Act 1972 as amended, the Oxfordshire County Council hereby authorises the District Planning Authority to determine the classes of application listed in the schedule below, without prior consultation with the County Planning Authority, provided that in considering applications within those classes, the District Planning Authority have regard to the policies and proposals in the Structure Plan and, if they are not satisfied that the development proposed in such applications complies with those policies or proposals, impose conditions which would ensure its compliance or refuse permission on Structure Plan grounds. This direction does not apply to applications in areas on which development is likely to affect or be affected by the winning and working of minerals other than coal to which the Direction of 11 March 1981 applies.

CLASSES OF APPLICATION ON WHICH CONSULTATION IS NOT REQUIRED

1. Proposals which conform generally to a local plan on which the County Council has been consulted provided that in the case of a local plan which has not been adopted the, County Council has not objected to a relevant proposal on the grounds that it conflicts with a Structure Plan policy (including transport policies). 

2. Proposals where outline or detailed planning permission for a similar development on substantially the same site has previously been granted, subject to any planning or transportation views expressed by the County Council at the time of the previous application being taken into account in determining the new application.

3.  Proposals for the development of sites of 2 hectares or less, provided that the application site is within a town or village but is not within the Oxford Green Belt. 

4. Proposals in open countryside and/or the Oxford Green Belt for agriculture, forestry, recreational open space or for development of sites less than 0.5 ha for residential or commercial purposes.
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
